Fully alarmed by the many floods in the United States, the events that took place on the 17th of January in Peru and other floods,

Expressing its concern that Donald Trump has changed the UN’s vision on the United States concerning the issue of climate change because of his actions against stopping climate change,

Deeply regretting the United States’ contribution to the current state of the planet earth by producing an excessive amount of carbon dioxide (CO2),

1. Calls upon all nations to invest in the production of solar panels with the intentions of:

a) Producing general products in factories with as energy source electricity collected from the sun with solar panels,

b) Producing solar panels with as energy source the electricity collected from the sun with the solar panels made,

c) Making solar panels more accessible to the population with an lower income;

ii. the effect of climate change on the lives of the upcoming generations and on the planet earth,

iii. how much their (unconscious) contribution to climate change has worsened the bad environment,

iv. how much their contribution to preventing climate change can mean for the planet earth and the upcoming generations of people,

b) Urge people to take action against climate change and to take responsibility for the current state of the planet earth;

c) Suggests for nations to invest in software or machines that can convert carbon dioxide (CO2) to oxygen (O2) to make up for the pollution within the process of making solar panels and to plant more trees.
